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God Delivers His People, Exodus 3, 12, 14

Focus Passages: Exodus 3:7-10, 12:12-13, 29-31; Exodus 14:5-6, 13-14, 21,26

God delivered His people from oppression ( use of  power in a heavy,  cruel, or unjust way) and slavery in Egypt.

Between the lessons Abraham to Moses.


Approximate Dates
[image: image1.wmf]Approximately five hundred years pass between Abraham and Moses, though this is not exact. This allows us to have a sense of  Biblical times. Note: a single year is given to mark the lives of the persons just to give us an idea when they lived.

Significant people in Genesis from Abraham to Moses

    Abraham and Sarah (

    Isaac and Rebekah (Abraham had a son by Hagar Sarah’s maid. His name was Ismael.)

    Jacob and Esau

    Jacobs wives, Rachel and Leah

    The sons of Jacob, from whom the tribes of Israel were named: Reuben, Simeon, Levi, Judah, Zebulun, Issachar, Dan, Gad, Asher, Naphtali, Joseph, Benjamin

    The sons of Joseph, Ephraim and Manasseh

From these the 12 tribes of Israel came. Levi became the priestly tribe and inherited no separate land but had land set apart in each tribe. Joseph’s two sons became the heads of two tribes.

Joseph was sold into slavery by his brothers (not including Benjamin who was not yet born) Genesis 37, 39-50


He was taken to Egypt and sold to Potiphar an official of the King (Pharaoh) of Egypt.


He was betrayed, lied about, by Potiphar’s wife who tried have a sexual encounter with him.


He was thrown into prison.


He gained favored status in prison.


He later interpreted Pharaoh’s dream that told about a coming seven years of outstanding crops and seven years of terrible crops and extreme famine in that whole part of the world. As a result, Joseph’s family was moved to Egypt


Joseph becomes the second in Egypt


His brothers are sent to acquire food in Egypt where they encounter Joseph who treats them roughly.


His brothers are sent back to Egypt where Joseph discovers they have changed and they are reconciled.


The whole family is brought to Egypt.

Later there was a Pharaoh who did not know Joseph. Through the passing of years, the Hebrews are enslaved more and more.


They are forced to build the cities, make brick, work in the fields, and were used ruthlessly.


They had many children and the midwives were told to kill the boy babies which they refused.


The order was given to throw every boy baby into the Nile. Infanticide


Moses was born and at three months old was put into a basket and put into the Nile river where he was taken by the daughter of Pharaoh but raised my Moses’ own mother.


He chose to be identified with his own people and later killed an Egyptian who was abusing a Hebrew man.


It became known and he fled from Egypt. Where he became a part of the family of the priest of Midian and married his daughter Zipporah and tended his father-in-law’s sheep. He was tending his father-in-laws sheep when God called him.


He saw the burning bush.

Gnats are all over everything and everyone. 8:16-19 This is the finger of God.

Flies, dense swarms of flies poured into Pharaoh’s palace and into the houses of his officials. 8:20-32

Plague on livestock. Egyptian livestock were dying but not Hebrew stock. 9:1-7

Plague of boils 9:8-12

Hail like had never been seen before fell on the Egyptians but not the Hebrews. It destroyed the flax and barley but not the wheat and spelt (grains) because they were not mature. 9:13-35

Locusts (Large grasshoppers) came and ate everything green.  9:1-20

Then the darkness came - total darkness. No one could see anything for 3 days but the Israelites had light. 9:21-29

The last plague was the death of every first born male child except where the blood was sprinkled.  12:12-13, 29-31
